You’ll engage with London’s major donors and high‑potential supporters, securing transformative
funding that fuels YLI London’s work and helps expand Young Life’s mission across the UK, Ireland,
and Europe. Through authentic relationship‑building and inviting donors to experience YLI’s
life‑changing work firsthand, you’ll play a key part in shaping the future of young people in London
and beyond.

You’ll work toward ambitious personal goals while guiding the wider team toward collective success
leading by example in donor stewardship, developing others, and raising the standard of excellence
across the board.

Cultivate and strengthen relationships with high net worth individuals and, secondarily, major
trusts.
Identify PMDs through your own contacts and existing connections within Young Life,
developing long-term relationships, cultivating and stewarding support.
Represent Young Life in various settings, including high-level meetings, conferences, key
networking events and speaking engagements directly related to major gift development and
ways to promote the work of Young Life in London and further afield
Work collaboratively with senior management and other fundraising colleagues across the
